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Looking Toward the Future

Since 1993, Habitat Yolo has built 
five houses in Davis and five houses in 
Woodland. Now we want to take our efforts 
to the Bryte and Broderick neighborhoods 
in West Sacramento. Bryte and Broderick 
are the oldest neighborhoods in West 
Sacramento, dating from the mid 1800s. 
Today, almost 50% of the houses in these 
two neighborhoods are owner-occupied. 
Yet more than 70% of the households 
have income at or below the median Yolo 
County household income level. And the 
houses are aging—more than 40% were 
built before 1960.

Early last year, we began 
meeting with the Bryte/
Broderick Community 
Action Network (BBCAN). 
The mission of this group is 
to implement and support 
programs and projects that 
meet the aspirations of 
their diverse community, 
and susta in a hea lthy, 
informed, and engaged 
community. These meetings 
led to  a  pa r t nersh ip 
between our organizations 
a n d  t h e  b e g i n n i n g 
o f  a  n e i g h b o r h o o d 

revitalization initiative for the Bryte 
and Broderick communities. The Bryte/
Broderick Revitalization Initiative is a 
three year program. We designed it to help 
low-income homeowners impacted by age, 
disability and family circumstances.

Through af fordable repair and 
weatherization services, we want to help 
these homeowners reclaim their homes 
with pride and dignity. The initiative will 
also create new housing opportunities 
for working poor families through the 

purchase and renovation of existing houses. 
Our goal is to purchase and renovate 
six existing homes and to repair and 
weatherize 36 homes over the three year 
program. This is a major undertaking for 
Habitat Yolo as we gear up to serve families 
in the Bryte/Broderick neighborhoods 
and to increase opportunities 
for volunteers and sponsors.

Working with BBCAN this fall, 
Habitat Yolo will begin A Brush 
With Kindness. This Habitat 
International program focuses 

on exterior home preservation by 
offering painting, landscaping, 
weatherization and minor repair 
services for homeowners in need. 
Participants will be able to live 
more comfortably, improve their 
homes, and reduce the financial 

burdens of homeownership. It might 
include caulking/foaming of cracks and 
gaps and replacing old single pane windows 
with new high-performance energy-
efficient windows. Habitat Yolo will also 
install energy efficient compact fluorescent 
light bulbs. Our objective is to enhance 
the appearance of the neighborhoods, 
encourage connections within the 
community, and help preserve safe, well-
maintained and affordable housing stock.

Homeowners chosen to participate 

in A Brush With Kindness must meet 
the same criteria developed for our core 
homeownership program: need, ability 
to pay, and willingness to partner with 
HFHYC in the form of sweat equity. 
Habitat Yolo will provide secured, no-
interest loans to the homeowner to cover 

the cost of the project. Loan 
terms will range from three 
to seven years, depending 
on the circumstances of 
each loan. Payments made 
on these loans go into our 
revolving fund to help serve 
others in need. 

Also this fall, Habitat 
Yolo is beginning to look 
for vacant in-fill lots and 
distressed homes for sale 
in the Bryte and Broderick 
neig hborhood s .  T hese 
in-fill and rehabilitation 

projects will help take vacant land and 
homes within the Bryte and Broderick 
neighborhoods and transform them into 
decent, affordable housing.

T h roug h t he  Br y te/ Brod e r ic k 
Revitalization Initiative, both BBCAN 
and Habitat Yolo can help break the 
cycle of familial poverty. Participating 
families build wealth and provide a safe 
environment for their children to grow, to 
dream, and to achieve.
